ADOPT-A-CAT MONTH - HUGE SUCCESS!

Every year during the summer months, our intake of cats and kittens
triples because cats generally give birth during the summer. In order to
save as many lives as possible, AHS waived our adoption fees on cats
nine months and older in June. We are happy to report the following:

e June 2009 fee waive adoptions - Cats 64 & Kittens 25

e June 2008 adoptions - Cats 13 & Kittens 28

e Overall, 89 total cat adoptions during June 2009 (fee waived and \' '
regular adoptions combined) compared to 41 total cat p
adoptions in June 2008 - over 200% increase!
