We can’t place a nursing mother or under-age puppies, and the shelter isn’t an appropriate 
environment for such a family, but we knew these lovely 
animals were adoptable and had to be saved. A foster family 

took in J-Lo and the puppies. In keeping with J-Lo’s name, the foster mom 
christened the 3 female and 1 male pups with singer’s names: Celine, Mariah, 
Whitney, and Kid Rock. (It turns out that Kid Rock was quite a howler!)
